Geography & History
Guatemala is mountainous, except for the south 
coastal area and the northern vast lowlands of 
Petén department. Two mountain chains enter 
Guatemala from west to east, dividing the country 
into three major regions: the highlands, the Pacific 
coast, and the Petén region.

The history of Guatemala begins with the arrival of the 
first human settlers as early as 12,000 BC or even 18,000 
BC. Civilization developed and was successful during the 
Pre-Columbian era with little to no contact with 
cultures from outside of Mesoamerica. The Maya 
civilization ruled the region for nearly 2000 years before 
the Spanish arrived in the early 16th century
